The IPUR Seed Grant Call 2025 provides seed funding of up to S$20,000 for novel projects under the Lloyd's Register Foundation Institute for the Public Understanding of Risk (IPUR)’s focus areas - “Data and Technology”, “Environment and Climate” and “Health and Lifestyle”. The award aims to help IPUR achieve translational impact, encourage high-quality competition for future grant calls, as well as providing input to refine the scope of future grant calls. The duration for each project is up to one year. 

Applicants for the IPUR Seed Grant Call 2025 must meet all of the following requirements: 
· Principal Investigator (PI) must be full-time NUS academic staff or have obtained explicit approval from IPUR
.
· Funding requested should be for new research ideas and not for supplementing existing projects / collaborations. 
· Project must incorporate an outreach component which articulates findings, insights or pathways to impact.
· Project must be supported by respective Heads of Departments (or nominee) and Deans (or nominee) of each Faculty/School using the Grant Endorsement Form (GEF).
· Up to two projects per PI may be submitted. 

· Research proposal must be prepared using the appended form.
· You may add pages or sections where necessary.
· Main PI/ Faculty is responsible for the completeness of the proposal submission to IPUR.
· Proposals must be submitted through main PI’s Head of Department and Dean/Vice Dean’s Research Office.
· Only proposals properly completed with relevant supporting documents attached will be accepted for evaluation and assessment for awarding of grants. 
· You should submit one MS Word softcopy.
· All proposals to be submitted to IPUR (Ms Mengxi Xu: mengxi@nus.edu.sg) by 28 February 2025, Friday.
